TEENNOW CALIFORNIA PRESIDENT DUTY STATEMENT
SUMMARY:

The President of the Board is responsible for overseeing and running all board activities. The President shall be the chief executive officer of the Organization and shall preside over all meetings, general membership, and the Executive Board.  The President shall have the power to appoint committees as necessary, be responsible for the general and active management of the affairs of the Organization, and see that all orders and resolutions of the Board are put into effect.  In collaboration with the Executive Board and the Executive Director, the President will:

OVERSEE THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
1.  Preside over Board meetings, membership meetings, and Executive Board meetings.
2.  With agency staff, prepare agendas and resolutions, and ensure that Executive Board members create and distribute reports and complete responsibilities.

3.  Appoint committees, oversee committee work, and serve as ex-officio member to all committees.

4.  Provide leadership in the oversight of the organization and all its activities, ensuring that the Board is regularly evaluating the performance of the organization in achieving its mission.

OVERSEE THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR
1. Conduct regular contact with the Executive Director to determine progress on goals.
2. Work with the ED to undertake agency operations.

3. Ensure that an annual ED performance evaluation is conducted.

CONDUCT ACTIVITIES TO FULFILL AGENCY MISSION
1. Participate in the planning of the TeenNow California conference, and in the planning and implementation of all agency programs and services. 
2. Encourage the Board’s role in Strategic Planning, including program development and fundraising activities to sustain the organization and further its goals.

3. Ensure that all funding requirements and agency goals are accomplished.
REPRESENT TEENNOW CALIFORNIA IN THE COMMUNITY AND STATE AND NATIONAL VENUES
1. Attend meetings to represent TeenNow California and its members, including: legislative hearings; state-wide conferences and trainings; local conferences and trainings; national events relating to TeenNow California’s mission.
2. Create connections with state and national leaders in areas that concern CACSAP members.

FULFILL ALL GENERAL DUTIES OF REGIONAL COORDINATORS
4. Attend quarterly board meetings as scheduled. 

5. Attend the annual TeenNow California conference and help with conference duties as assigned.

6. Participate in meetings by sharing ideas and suggestions for TeenNow California priorities.

7. Participate in committee work as necessary

8. Provide guidance and insight to the organization.

9. Make an annual financial commitment to TeenNow California and participate in fundraising efforts.

10. In the event that you can not fulfill your duties, either temporarily or permanently, find a replacement for yourself to ensure that duties are fulfilled.
QUALIFICATIONS:

Complete one year in the President-Elect position, except in cases where the President prematurely vacates his or her position. Experience as a TeenNow California Regional Coordinator or Executive Board member for at least one year. Willingness and ability to attend meeting and complete responsibilities. Level of knowledge within the field of teen parenting and/or pregnancy prevention.
